MINTED CUCUMBER SALAD


Ingredients


¼ cup plain low-fat yogurt


2 tablespoons minced fresh mint or ¼ teaspoon mint flakes


1 teaspoon olive oil 


¼ teaspoon sugar


¼ teaspoon salt


1/8 teaspoons black pepper


2 large cucumbers, peeled, halved lengthwise, seeded, and sliced ¼ inch thick (about 2 cups)





Directions


In a medium- size bowl, combine the yogurt, mint, olive oil, sugar, salt, and pepper. Add the cucumbers and toss well. Cover and chill in the refrigerator for 2 to 3 hours, tossing occasionally. Serves 4.
