BE ON THE LOOKOUT FOR THESE WEEDS





THE GOATHEAD THORN (Tribulus terrestris).�Also known as puncture vine, caltrop, bull's head, and Texas sandbur, this weed came to California sometime in the early 20th century from Eurasia and Africa, probably attached to the wool of imported sheep. California is now one of the worst infested states, along with Arizona, New Mexico, Nevada, Oregon, and Texas. �Goathead thorn is a little low-growing weed, so flat to the ground that you might not even notice it unless you were looking for it. Rather deceptive, because if it weren't for the seeds, you would completely overlook it. The seed case does look a little like the shape of a goat's head. That is, if the goat's head had big spikes sticking out of it.�It's about the nastiest, sharpest thorny thing I've ever seen. In addition to being able to pierce bicycle and auto tires, the seed spikes can injure people, pets, and livestock. �Goathead thorn is a problem throughout the Western United States. It is especially a problem for ranchers, who must deal with sheep, cattle and horses who are injured by the thorns, either by eating them or stepping on them.�One little goathead plant can produce up to 5,000 seeds a year. It produces bright, thistlelike yellow with sharp spines surrounding the base. Yellow starthistle grows to heights varying from 6 inches to 5 feet. The stems of mature plants are rigid, spreading, and typically branching from the base in open areas. Stems and leaves are covered with a loose, cottony wool that gives them a whitish appearance. Stems appear winged due to leaf bases that extend beyond the nodes. Basal leaves are 2 to 3 inches long and deeply lobed. Upper leaves are short (0.5 to 1 inch long) and narrow with few lobes.�Yellow starthistle is a long-lived winter annual that is usually found below 7,000 feet elevation in dry, light-intensive areas where average annual rainfall is between 10 and 60 inches. Seed output can be as high at 30,000 seeds per square meter, with about 95% of the seed being viable soon after dispersal. Most seeds germinate within a year of dispersal, but some can remain viable in the soil for more than 3 years.�Control of yellow starthistle cannot be accomplished with a single treatment or in a single year. DEVELOPING OUR FUTURE








For Our community of Los Ranchitos, the view across from Highway 79 South (Temecula Parkway) is far from pleasant. We see traffic, related sound pollution and the wind factor blowing all the air pollution into the community. Fortunately enough, an end to this perennial problem is in sight.  Assets & Investments, Inc. the owners of the site at La Paz, have worked very diligently, even through the tough economic times, to bring in a “pride of neighborhood”   project to the site.


Two parcels, between Bedford Court and La Paz are slated for a beautiful, upscale, limited services hotel. The Developers have worked with the HOA with the Culture and sensitivity of the Community in mind. They have incorporated most of the design elements, suggested by members, which will provide a visually appealing Mission Style structure on the site. While aesthetically pleasing, the building will provide a barrier to the sound, sight and air pollution from Temecula Parkway. Lots of time, effort and money has been invested to successfully obtain an access control at the Bedford Court signal light. Balancing City requirements, public safety and the HOA sentiments has been a monumental task. However with mutual co-operation and understanding, the project is close to reality.


The Project is designed by renowned San Diego Architects CW Kim & Associates, who have designed the Emerald Plaza and other landmarks in San Diego. The project consists of a 142 Unit, limited service, upscale hotel, with main ingress and egress on 79 South at Bedford Court. The structure will be complemented by an Upscale-destination restaurant building at La Paz end. Maybe the community shall have a nice Steak House of its own with complementing local wines.
